3. Most beds in Group Hostels and some beds in Family Hostels are bunk beds. Leadership Training Hostel with single bed and Japanese Style Room with platform with floor mattresses. 
4.  Family Hostel, Group Hostel and leadership camps all have separate bathrooms and showers. However, Trainee Room and Japanese Style Room do not have separate bathrooms and   

showers it need to use the communal bathrooms and restrooms on the same floor. 
5. Full fee for children who are 3 years old and above, half price for children who are under 3 years old. 
6. Senior citizens of aged 60 and above can enjoy a 50% camp fee discount (special rate only). Participants’ information form shall be attached when making payment.

1. Once booking is accepted, confirmation letter and meal booking form will be sent to the applicant. 
2. Except regular meals, a selection of special set meal from our menu is provided. 
3. Campers may choose to have meals at our dining hall or bring their packed food or dining out. However, cooking or outside catering service within camp area is prohibited. 
4. If choose to barbecue your own food, HK$150 for renting a barbecue stove must be paid to the camp office. 
5. Groups with 20 campers or above must at least order two meals in every (two days-one night) trip. 

*Camp & Meal Fees will be adjusted after 31 March 2025, applicants must make up the difference according to the new fees.*

【Transportation】 
1. KMB bus    :     KMB bus route No. 968 from Causeway Bay to Yuen Long, Nos. 53, 68M, 68X, 268B, 268C from Kowloon to Yuen Long, 

or Nos. 64K, 269D, 276, 276P from Tai Po / Shatin / Sheung Shui to Yuen Long, then change MTRC bus route No. K66 at 
West Rail Long Ping Station and alight at Tai Tong Shan Road, 20 minutes walk to the Camp. 

2. Light bus (red) : light bus at Hung Min Court and alight at Tai Tong Shan Road , 20 minutes walk to the Camp. 
3. Taxi (green) :     Yuen Long town centre to Tai Tong Holiday Camp   (Fare around $60) 
4. Limited free private car parking is available on advance booking. Private mini bus or coach should be arranged by the applicant.

Organizations such as schools, welfare 
organizations, sports organizations, youth groups and government departments under Education Bureau, Social Welfare Department, 
Leisure and Cultural Services Department, Home Affairs Bureau and Civil Service Bureau may have their bookings made within 12 months 
on a first-come-first-served basis. 

4. Participants who are non-Hong Kong residents can only reserve remaining time slots within the three months. 
5. The Camp does not accept reservation by travel agents for commercial purpose.
